Each year,
thousands of trees are donated by Christmas Tree growers (through the National Christmas Tree
Association and state and regional Christmas Tree associations) and consumers. FedEx and its team
members generously provide shipping to bases in the U.S. and Middle East through FedEx Express air
operations and the FedEx Freight trucking network.
